Logging into your New NSCCL Referee Account 

 

VERY IMPORTANT ONCE SIGNED UP FOR NSCCL AS A REF, YOU ARE NOT ALLOWED TO SIGN UP 

FOR ANY OTHER LEAGUES – YOU ARE AUTHORIZED ONLY FOR NSCLL 

 

1. To begin the Referee Program go to Referee Registration for our NSCCL league  

 

2. Fill in all the information you can 

 

 
 

 Full Legal Name - Name for documents and payment 

 Username - Usernames must be unique in our system. You can change this at a later 

date but will need one to continue. If you do not fill it in the system will give one to you. 

 Password - You will need one to create the account but you can edit it at anytime. 

 Grade – Please click 12 in the dropdown 

 Display Name - is how you want to be seen in the database. Please do not make up 

nick-names as it can be confusing to the assignor. 

 State Registered - Please make sure to enter the state that you primarily work in. 

 Email Address - this is VERY IMPORTANT, if you do not enter one you will not be able to 

receive game confirmations as well as changes in schedules and other important 

information. 

 When Done - Click SUBMIT. 

 

 

You are now registered as a NSCCL Referee and can be assigned games.

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3. Once you click submit you will be taken to the My Events page Listing NSCCL Fall 09 as your

5. Then Click Availability 
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6. Here on the Availability Page you can list the age group you are able to referee.  

Remember if you did not take the course for 8v8 soccer you cannot ref in the U11 or U12 age

7. Click the age groups and click save. 

 
 

8. You can also add Blackout Dates that you cannot ref games…Like all day on 10/18 

 

 
 

9. Then Click Save 
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10. Blackout Dates will then be listed and can be deleted or changed when needed. 

 

 
 

11. You can now click the Log Out button. 

 

 

12. As we have been doing…Each week you will need to send our NSCCL Ref Assignor an 

email requesting Saturday and Sunday Games and Make-ups.   

 

13. Our Ref Assignor will then assign the games online by Friday Noon and you will receive an 

email notification in your inbox like the one below.  Make sure you check your spam folder. 

 

 
 

 

14. Your email notification will look like this when you open it.  Click on the link. 
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15. You will be taken to your Login Page at GotSoccer, where you type in your username and 

password.  This is what you signed up.  

 
 

 

 

16. You will then be brought to your Calendar Page (see color code legend for descriptions).  

Note October 17 shows (3) which are the number of assignments you have been given.  Click 

on NSCCL Fall 09. 
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17.  You will be taken to your Assigned Games Schedule. 

 

 
 

 

 

18.  This is where you can Accept, Reject or leave Un-Confirmed your assignments by 

continuing to cycle through (clicking) where the question mark is located.  Please try to stick 

to the games you have requested and try not to Reject or leave games Un-Confirmed.
